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GETTING TO GLASGOW
Glasgow is easily accessible from most parts of the
world by air, rail, road or sea. It is served by two
international airports - firstly Glasgow International
(Airport Code GLA) just a 15 minute drive from the City
Centre with a frequent shuttle bus service - and
secondly Glasgow Prestwick (PIK), which is served by a
40 minute train journey to the City Centre. Both Airport
Services drop passengers a short walk from the
Radisson Hotel. 

Glasgow International has flights from around 100
airports world-wide, whilst Prestwick has about 20,
mainly services, from UK and other European Airports.

All major cities in England are linked by rail to Glasgow’s Central Station, which is adjacent to the Radisson Hotel. Most Scottish rail
services serve Queen Street Station, which has a FREE shuttle bus transfer to Central Station for rail passengers.

Glasgow is at the centre of a first class motorway network linking with every part of the UK. The Radisson Hotel is 2 minutes from
junction 19 on the M8 - follow AA signs “ISBE Conference”.
